2. b’ Notes

How can we be good citizens in our classroom? We share our classroom
with our classmates and teacher. It\xe2\x80\x99s important to take care of
each other and our classroom.

We can take care of each other by being respectful. For example, we can
take turns talking so everyone has a chance to speak. We can share with
each other and follow the rules that keep us safe.

Keeping our space clean is also considered being respectful. It\xe2\x80\x99s
important to put things back where they belong and clean up after
ourselves.

3. b Notes

Sometimes showing bravery is an important part of being a good citizen.
Bravery is when you do the right thing even though it might seem scary or
hard.

For example, if you notice a friend being treated unfairly, it can feel scary to
speak up. But you can show bravery by lending a hand or asking an adult
for help. By speaking up, we are taking care of each other and standing up
for what is right.
