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PART I: The following photographs were taken at the time of Japanese internment. Analyze these
primary sources, and write a few sentences about each one. Some questions to consider as you
write: What do you notice first about the photo? What is happening in the photo? Why do you think
the photograph was taken? Who do you think was the audience for this photo? What can you
learn from examining the photo?
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PART Il: Fred Korematsu claimed that Executive Order 9066 violated Japanese Americans’ civil
rights under the Fifth Amendment. Read the text of the Fifth Amendment below, then write
paragraph explaining how and why the Order was unconstitutional.

No person shall be held to answer for a capital, or otherwise infamous crime, unless on a
presentment or indictment of a Grand Jury, except in cases arising in the land or naval forces, or
in the Militia, when in actual service in time of War or public danger; nor shall any person be
subject for the same offence to be twice put in jeopardy of life or limb; nor shall be compelled in
any criminal case to be a witness against himself, nor be deprived of life, liberty, or property,
without due process of law; nor shall private property be taken for public use, without just
compensation.
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
