Who defended the rights of the poor.

From humble beginnings he went on to do more.

After serving in the Second World War,

He won citizenship, then fought some more. (How’d he do it?)

By unionizing for workers’ rights

As well as leading those workers in
The biggest in Delano, California,
Where thousands of Filipino grape pickers joined up.
Even Cesar Chavez and Dolores Huerta

Joined in in protest, ‘cause we’re stronger together.
The Delano Grape Strike lasted five years

And became a milestone for his labor movement peers,

A nationwide that proved to be successful.

He was an everyday man who became a hero.
