In search of a capital for his confederacy of Native Americans,
Tecumseh and his brother, Tenskwatawa, founded Prophetstown_in
1808 in present-day Indiana.

"Tippecanoe and Tyler Too" was William Henry Harrison's  slogan
during his 1840 presidential campaign. It reminded voters of his military
past and proved to be a winning strategy.
